Publicity and Gallery Opening 
Hanson Galleries will print 5000 oversized postcards for distribution to their clientele and make 1000 of the 
postcards available to ClayHouston member’s for distribution.  The show opening is Friday September 25th. 
Following the day of the opening on Saturday, September 26th, ClayHouston will be featuring demonstrations at 
both Uptown Park and Memorial City locations.   
 
Sales  
All work must be available for sale. Hanson Galleries will retain 50% of the sales price and the artist will retain 
50%.  As noted on the application, artists are required to provide wholesale prices. 
 
Jurors 
Donna Milstein, Hanson Galleries Owner, and Larry Williams, who has over 25 years experience in the fine Craft 
Business as Hanson Galleries Director, will jury the show.   
 
Awards  
Awards will be given for Best of Show, as well as first, second, third prize and honorable mention.   
 
Application  
Artist may submit up to 6 images of their work.  Only work that is submitted and accepted will be included in 
the exhibition.  Entries will be accepted based on the quality and the professionalism of the photographs. Send 
digital images (jpeg only!) on a CD.  .  Though the acceptance process will be done from a screen image, images of 
accepted work may be included as part of the publicity materials advertising the event.  Digital images must be high 
quality.  If you have questions about appropriate quality, please get in touch with Andre or Virginia Bally and they 
will refer professional photographers.    
 
Eligibility and Rules 

• Event is opened to ClayHouston members only. 
• The event is open to anyone whose primary medium is clay.  (Functional, sculptural, large work, 

miniatures, mixed media, wearable, hangable and clay jewelry is encouraged) 
• Work must be one-of-a-kind or very limited production. 
• Collaborating artists are permitted, providing that their work is a true hands-on artistic collaboration. 
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• Work that does not reflect representation in slides or digital images will be dismissed at the discretion of 
the show organizers or the Hanson Galleries director. 

• Must be fresh new work that hasn’t been shown in any other show or gallery. 
• When work is dropped off, it must be clean, properly labeled and ready to display. 
• All work submitted must be for sale.

We encourage all artists to have a resume/bio 
prepared for the gallery to distribute during the shows.  Resumes and bios must exclude website information or 
phone numbers.
